In other news, I placed a “throw bag” at the lifeguard station on the beach.  It is used to save a drowning person.  You place 50-75 yards of silky rope into a bag with a hole in the bottom.  Thread the rope through the hole and make a hand loop with a knot big enough that the loop won’t go through the hole.  In a drowning incident, grab the loop with your non-dominant hand and throw the bag over the head of the needy swimmer.  Call out “catch the rope-NOT THE BAG”.  The bag gives the throw bag weight and makes the throw easier but I encourage everybody to practice with the throw-bag I placed on the beach.  It is a very safe way to attempt a rescue.  I encourage boat owners and people with a dock to make one, to have it on hand for an emergency.  You can make one with a 2-liter soda bottle.   Remember, try to throw over the swimmers head—you want them to grab the rope.
